Clean Time Requirements



· No clean time required to attend subcommittee meetings



· 3 months clean time required to attend meetings and 6 months clean time required to speak on panels (outside of jails)



· Centennial Peaks Hospital (CPH)- 3 months clean time to attend and 6 months to share



CPH requires a background check, and signing a facility agreement.  Members must not have been a patient at the hospital for two years.
